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I have many fond memories of my childhood and youth and many of them are associated with 
our front porch  These range from 
playing on rainy or snowy days as 
and family listening to Parish wind 
down for the night.    

Our porch had three sides, one fac-
ing uptown, one across the street and 
one down W. Main St.   You could 
follow the sun (by moving from porch 
to porch.) We liked the E. Main side 
best as that was where the action was. 

As kids, my brother, Don and I 
couldn't wait for our Dad to bring the 
rocking chairs and the swing down 
from the top floor of our large barn.  We would help put them on the porch. 

Our porch had only rocking chairs as we all loved to rock. How nice it was to sit there in the 
morning sun before school and eat our breakfast, or watch the boys play football after school. 

The swing was placed on the west end of the porch, the site of the original porch.  It was 
stripped green and seated three.  The nicest thing about it was that it rocked back and forth and 
did not sway from side to side. Mother would take naps there on summer afternoons.  it was 
quite private because of the bushes around the outside of the porch.

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Bowling in Parish, those 

were the days my friends.... 
Just mention “bowling” to 

someone in Parish and their face 
would light up as they recalled 
that, those were the days when... 

Bob Harter recalls setting 
pins for 5¢.  In the early 1950’s, 
Bob bowled in a league of six to 
eight teams.  He was on a five 
man team with Earl Getman, 

Patsy Paternoster, Oliver P. Com-
stock and Sydney Henderson 
which was sponsored by the Par-
ish Oil Company.  Bob remarked 
that you would have to go out to 
get pop and a candy bar.  There 
was no snack bar early on. 

Chet Sayer mentioned that 
he would walk to Parish (kids did-
n’t have cars of their own back 
then) from his home in West Am-

boy down to the popular gym and set 
pins for extra money.   He remem-
bered a particularly bitter cold night 
walking back home along with Bill 
Manning.  He chose to spend the 
night with Bill it was so cold. 

Bob and Joan Stoddard—
Sixty-two years ago I met my wife 
Joan Lewis.  My cousin,  Ted Wilson 
and I went  roller skating  at the

The Doctor who practiced in our 
house before this was Doctor Foote 
and those years spanned 1926-1931. 
His daughter married Robert Mosher, 
who was the brother of Grace Harter. 
Grace was also our neighbor and lived 
next to Bob. Dr. Merrill told us in a 
letter he wrote in May of 1981 that he 
found some of Dr. Foote’s old instru-
ments in the attic and that he sent 
them to the University of Rochester 
Medical Museum. 

The first Doctor to set up a practice 
in this same house was Dr. Ingalls 
who lived here from 1920 until 1926.  

The photo from Bob shows the 
entrance to the office and waiting 
room. This was covered by siding 
when we bought the house but many 
years later we took it down and un-
covered the opening and made it a 
window. At that time we also con-
tinued taking down paneling and 
restored the wainscoting which was 
in the original room. 

This small bit of history of a 
home recalled from a gift of an old 
photo demonstrates how we can re-
cord the history of our Town. If you 
have any photos of a house or 

neighborhood where 
you lived or still live, 
share them and your 
memories of that place 
and help expand our 
Parish History.

   Bob Harter, our 
neighbor of 46 years recently gave us a 
photo of our home taken in the winter of 
1940. The caption on the bottom reads 
the Merrills and refers to the Doctor and 
his family who lived here from Decem-
ber 1937 until they moved down the 
street in March of 1943. 

Dr. Merrill 
came here at 
that time to 
take over the 
practice of Dr. 
John Hollis 
who had gone 
to NYC to take 
up surgery for 
one year. Dr. 
Hollis had 
been in Parish 
since 1931 and 
after his year 
away went to 
Norwich so Dr. 
Merrill stayed 
on. 
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gym in July 1947 during the time of 
the firemen’s field days.  Joan's 
brother, Larry Lewis, was there sell-
ing popcorn next to the gym.  Ted 
and I always went roller skating on 
Friday night at the Alhambre roller 
rink in Syracuse on the corner of 
State and James St. This rink had or-
gan music and was as large as a foot-
ball field   When we were skating at 
the Parish gym, because the floor was 
small for roller skating, Joan fell into 
my lap when she was pushed by her 
friends. So we skated and at that time 
she was only 13. The rest is history.  
We married when she was 19  (May 
11,1954 in the Parish Methodist 
Church) and settled at the top floor of 
the Ike Everson house. 

Ike and Ruth Everson's was a 2-
family home back then.  We had our 
own kitchen and living room and up-
stairs a big bedroom and a small stor-
age room. We shared the bathroom 
on the main floor, it was in the center 
of the house with a door for us and 
one for them.  

I (Joan) was gone most of the 
day.  Sometimes I worked split shifts 
and was gone afternoon and evening. 
Bob was gone all day and we crashed 
at night!  Being newly married we 
had to listen to all the stories from the 
neighbors,  The big joke with Marvin 
and Joyce Miller next door was about 
us going to bed early and Bob would 
say he was reading nights in bed!  If I 
saw Joyce today, her first words 
would be " Are you still reading?"  --
our own joke!   

 I (Bob) did bowl on Marvin’s 
team. I believe the team was Marvin 
Miller  captain, Henry Kotowski, Bob 
Stoddard and maybe Marvin Cook. I 
bowled a 278 one night which was 
my highest game. In those years 
young kids set the pins for 25 cents a 

game and our bowling was probably 
2 bucks a night.   

Joan and I have been married 55 
years and she still reads three books a 
week. 

Dick Popp had lived in the house 
we bought on Red Mill Road where 
we lived till we moved to Oswego.  I 
(Bob) became the Design Engineer 
for Bell Telephone Co.  Before that I 
was the telephone man in Parish and 
Mexico, so I knew and met a lot of 
the old timers during this period. In 
fact Glenn Harter showed me an old 
wooden phone that he said was the 
very first telephone put in the Town 
of Parish area long before I was born. 
He also gave me two wooden phones 
that were used as an intercom from 
his home to the store which he ran on 
the corner of West Main St. and S. 
Railroad St. I gave those phones to 
my son Timothy and they are still in 
use in Atlanta, GA. 

John Clarke reminisces... The 
Parish Town Gym.  Well, I ran this 
much un-used place in 1958 and 
1959. I took over and there was not 
much going on at that time. There 
were meeting rooms upstairs for Boy 
Scouts and Girl Scouts.   Also, up-
stairs were several pool tables and a 
few table-tennis-tables. Some of the 
'Older Folks' would come and play 
cards on long Saturday evenings. 

I opened up my 'Snack Bar' just 
off the front door to the right.  It was 
called “Little John's Snackery.”  I had 
lots of snacks, sandwiches, burgers, 
hotdogs, soft drinks, coffee and tea.  
This became so popular with people 
in town, that I started to open at 6am 
for breakfast and stayed open through 
lunch and supper. 

At this time there was no central 
school building yet for APW. That 
year the high school was in Parish. 

Younger grades were taken by 
bus to either Altmar or I believe 
Williamstown...not too sure about 
all these grade placements. I 
know that next door to the Town 
Gym was the large Masonic 
Temple.  This was used for a few 
of the younger grades.  I can still 
see both  Jane Harter and Inez 
Manning standing on the front 
steps watching the little ones. 

The fun times were at lunch 
time.  The High School kids 
would run like crazy up to the 
Town Gym to have lunch and 
play basketball.  I had the Gym 
wired up with speakers from the 
Juke-Box inside the Snack-bar, 
so the kids could play their favor-
ite songs and dance.  This was 
really a great time for everyone.  

There were both ladies’ and 
men's bowling teams.   Also on 
the weekend I would open the 
doors for “Open Bowling.”   This 
was a very happy place for every-
one. 

I don't remember ever hear-
ing of a 300 game....a few came 
very near, but I just don't think it 
ever happened.  One of the funny 
times while bowling was when it 
was Harold Sargent’s turn to 
bowl.   The "Pin Boys” were 
scared half to death.  Harold was 
the fastest bowler in town and 
those Pins would go fly-
ing...YIKES !!  Getting 'Pin-
Setters' was a hard enough job as 
it was...but when Harold was up 
to bowl....Watch out... 

I can't remember all the 
sponsors. I know I had a team 
'Little John's Snackery'.  Also 
there was Wright's Garage, First 
Trust Bank, Miller Lumber,

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G.L.F  Feed Store, H.&.H. Feed Mill.   
I believe that Lewis DeGarmo and Par-
ish Oil Co. both had teams. I'm sorry 
but I just can't seem to recall all the 
others. I'm sure there were several 
more.  I don't have any pictures. It 
seems to me we had banquets at only 
two places, the Candlelight Cottage and 
the Commercial Hotel. 

I didn't handle the teams.  Both 
ladies and men had a manager in 
charge.  They were responsible for the 
money, making sure there were subs 
when needed and the 
year end banquets and 
prizes. 

I can still see sev-
eral of the bowlers in 
action...Carl Jennings (a 
very good bowler ) Har-
old Sargent (Speedy 
Man ) Harlow Owens 
and Rance Wright were 
both very steady with a 
good shot. Morey Wart, 
my brother Doug 
Clarke, and I believe, 
Don Jennings also 
bowled.   Sorry,  but 
with the ladies...I just 
draw a blank. 

I remember one 
very snowy night, the snow fell so hard 
and so fast that Harlow Owens had to 
leave.  He was the town highway super-
visor.  By the time the bowling was fin-
ished, we were snowed in. The bowlers 
had to take turns pushing each other out 
of the snow banks. What a night that 
was!!!  Lots of hot chocolate  was 
served to everyone. 

Ruth Whitelaw—remembers 
bowling on a couples league in Parish 
on Sunday afternoons. These were non-
official leagues, but you did pay a fee 
to play. There was a banquet at the end

band, Richard, bowled in Central 
Square for recreation. Ruth also 
bowled on a sanctioned league in 
Mexico.  

Linda McNamara—In 
Lewis DeGarmo’s lists of accom-
plishments it states that in 1965 
there were 6 men’s and 6 
women’s bowling teams at the 
Village gym. There was talk of 
adding to the gym to house six 
new alleys. 
 

Joyce Vesey—Well as far as the 
Gym Bowling----------------Your 
father and I (mostly, you know 
who) ran the gym for some time, 
but I don't remember the years.  
We had several teams,  men's and 
women's and a couples’ league on 
Sun. evenings.  If you see Mike 
Paternoster, he might remember 
what years we ran it,  Louie De-
Garmo was the Mayor. I think 
Jimmie Cheevers was a setter for 
us too......and a Hamilton 
boy.........We had a grill and 

served hamburgers chips, soda, cof-
fee....etc. 

The women's league, gave me 
a birthday cake one year along with 
a bowling ball and shoes.   It was 
great, I was so happy, I had my own 
ball and bag. 

Katherine “Nettie” Price —In 
the late 50’s early 60’s, remembers 
that there were six ladies teams:  
House’s Insurance, Wrights, 
Shaw’s Grocery, Commercial Ho-
tel, Parish Oil and one more. 

Don Price, Steve, Harold, 
David and Jim Horning and Doug 
LaBreck set pins 

Some of the sponsors were Par-
ish Hardware, Candlelight, Com-
mercial Hotel 

House’s Insurance team: was 
Bert Larry, Barb Houghton, Loretta 
Haynes, Mabel Horning, Nettie 
Price and later Louise House  

Norman Gamble ran the gym, 
before Marv and Joyce.  Bowling 
banquets were in Colosse.  There 
was a couples league on Sundays.  
One team was   Carl & Nettie Price, 
Lillian Horning & Jack Wallace, 
Mike & Jean Paternoster. 

Bowlers:  I remember were 
Esther Hamilton, Karen Horning 
Whitney, Peg & Donna Wood, Flip

(Continued from page 4) everyone wanted it since employ-
ment for the young people in Parish 
was next to nothing. It seems to me  
the pay was something like 10 cents 
a game but that really sounds too 
low...maybe my memory isn't cor-
rect on that. I do remember that it 
was a lot of fun. I also remember 
helping out in the snack bar but 
back then kids weren't allowed to 
do too much there...While Mary 
Lou is doing this article about the 
gym...it would be fun to see who 
has memories of the dances we had 
there with the local kids providing 
the music. I  am not sure who the 
band belonged to but I am sure 
someone will. The gym used to be 
quite active with basketball games, 
tennis table (upstairs), and the 
dances. 

Mary Lou Guindon remem-
bers as a child she was gifted with 
the magic world of the Parish Gym. 
My mom and dad took care of the  
place.   It was cheaper to bring us 
than get a babysitter every time.  
While the older kids played basket-
ball and adults were bowling, those 
of us in between were able to play 
checkers, Chinese checkers, pool, 

ping pong, shuffleboard and such 
games.  I try not to remember going 
downstairs to the restrooms. It was 
scary. There was always a sibling near 
by to turn off the lights on you from 
the top of the stairs.  My older brother 
and sisters got to set pins more often 
than I. You had to be quick, get the 
ball sent back, reload the pins, and get 
your legs up out of the way before the 
ball collided with those pins again.  
When you got struck by a pin, you 
knew it.  On Saturday afternoons, we 
got to bowl.  We took turns setting 
pins; the balls did not approach nearly 
as fast.   

Those were the days, when Parish 
was pretty much self-sufficient. A 
timewhen we had everything you 
needed right here.  Good times.
