Prof. Earl Church Buried In Parish Sunday

Prof. Earl Church, 65, a retired Syracuse University professor, died Thursday night in Oswego hospital.  

He was born Aug. 11, 1890 in Parish, son of the late Fred A. and Emma Redington Church.  He was a graduate of Parish High school and always resided here.

Prof. Church was graduated from Syracuse University in 1911 and came back to his alma mater to teach in 1927 after serving in World War I and taking part in the expeditions of the US Geodetic Survey Department. Gen. John J. Pershing cited him for "meritorious geodetic work in France."

Prof. Church was a member of the board of directors of the American Society for Photogrammetrists and was head of the Syracuse University Department of Photogrammetry until his retirement June 30, 1950.

He was a member of several engineering societies; American Society of Civil Engineers, Sigma XI, research honorary, Tau Beta Pi, engineering honorary, American Military Engineers. He also was a member of the Masonic fraternity, Knight Templar,  Tigris Temple of Shriners and the American Legion. He is listed in Who's Who of America and Who's Who of engineering.

In 1934 Prof. Church was the official delegate for the United States at the Congress of International Federation of Surveyors in London.  He was the author of several books, including "Elements of Photography." In 1948 he was awarded honorary membership in the American Society of Photogrammetry, the highest award which can be conferred by the society. He received this award in recognition of his educational work and mathematical research in the Principles of Aerial Photography and Mapping.   Prof. Church was also an accomplished musician, playing the violin, with a masters touch.  He used on many occasions a violin made by his great, great uncle. Daniel Edick.
Surviving are two aunts, Mrs. Kate DeGarmo, Parish and Miss Adeline Redington, Helena, Montana and a cousin, Mrs. Jennie Carter, of Parish.  His aunt and cousin resided with him since the death of his mother.
Funeral services were held at 2:30 p. m. Sunday at the family home in Main St., Parish. Many friends were there to pay him homage and listen to a wonderful tribute to our deceased friend by a former pastor, Rev. Harold McGilvray of Fulton, N. Y. He described Prof. Church, as a genius, who refused to profit by all the honors bestowed upon him and remained a home boy, claiming only the privilege of being called a boy from Parish.

Prof. Church was interested in the ball team from his home town and was always on hand to give them a banquet when the year ended, win or lose.

Burial was in Pleasant Lawn Cemetery. The bearers were Rex Edick, Harry Edick, Glen Edick, Howard Church, Ransone Wright, Charles Perlet and Fritz Holmes.

The profusion of flowers was evidence of the friends he has left to mourn his loss.
