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I am related to Kay (Perry) Perham 
and Tressie/Trix Hamilton Koch of   
Parish. Over the past year we all have 
met several times to discuss the family 
history. My family ancestors (the Ham-
blins or Hamlins) have lived in the    
Williamstown-Albion area since the 
1870s). Elaezer and Christiana Baker 
Hamblin came to Sloperville Road in 
Albion about that time from the Town of 
Ephratah in Fulton County. They had 
settled there in Fulton about 1810.    

Kay, Trix and I are all descended 
from these Sloperville Road Hamblins.    

My interest is in documenting the 
Hamblin family's movement in Oswego 
County. This is more than genealogy...it 
is cultural research! What were their 
lives like?    

Michael & Catherine Sperling lived in 
Parish about 1860 with their  family. His 
son (born 1864) eventually married my 
great grandmother Julia Eaton Hamblin. 
Michael Jr. worked for the railroad and 
boarded in Altmar. At one time (1880) 
this Parish Sperling family also lived on 
Sloperville Road.    

Also: I have been working with 
Glenna Gorski (Williamstown) and  
Florence Gardiner (Albion) researching 
the Hamblins and the Slopers. These 
were hardy Oswego farm families with 
many children. Other families involved 
in my research: Daly, Stewart, Bundy, 
Stevens, Waggoner, Shea, Adsit, 
Baum, Hamilton, Eaton.    

I am also doing cemetery repair 
work. I am working with Margaret    
Kastler (Sandy Creek) and Celeste 
Garvin (Orwell) to clean up and repair 
monuments in their respective towns. 
During the past week much cleaning 
has been started in the Noyes Ceme-
tery (Route 48) and the Stevens Ceme-
tery (Route 22) in the town of Sandy 
Creek.

1. How many steps does the 
guard take during his walk 
across the tomb of the Un-
knowns and why? 

21 steps. It alludes to the 
twenty-one gun salute, which is 
the highest honor given any 
military or foreign dignitary. 

2. How long does he hesi-
tate after his about face to be-
gin his return walk and why? 

21 seconds for the same 
reason as answer number 1 

3. Why are his gloves wet? 
His gloves are moistened to 

prevent his losing his grip on 
the rifle. 

4. Does he carry his rifle on 
the same shoulder all the time, 
and if not, why not? 

He carries the rifle on the 
shoulder away from the tomb. 
After his march across the 
path, he executes an about 
face, and moves the rifle to the 
outside shoulder. 

5. How often are the guards 
changed? 

Guards are changed every 
thirty minutes, twenty-four 
hours a day, 365 days a year. 

6. What are the physical 
traits of the guard limited to? 

For a person to apply for 
guard duty at the tomb, he 
must be between 5' 10" and 6' 
2" tall and his waist size cannot 
exceed 30."  Other require-
ments of the Guard: They must 
commit 2 years of life to guard 
the tomb, live in a barracks un-
der the tomb, and cannot drink 
any alcohol on or off duty for 
the rest of their lives. They 
cannot swear in public for the

Tomb of the Unknown Soldier 
heat and cold from their feet. 
There are metal heel plates that 
ext! end to the top of the shoe 
in order to make the loud click 
as they come to a halt. There 
are no wrinkles, folds or lint on 
the uniform. Guards dress for 
duty in front of a full-length mir-
ror. The first six months of duty 
a guard cannot talk to anyone, 
nor watch TV. All off duty time 
is spent studying the 175 nota-
ble people laid to rest in Arling-
ton National Cemetery. A guard 

must memorize who they are and 
where they are interred. Among 
the notables are: President Taft, 
Joe E. Lewis {the boxer} and 
Medal of Honor winner Audie Mur-
phy, {the most decorated soldier of 
WWII} of Hollywood fame. Every 
guard spends five hours a day get-
ting his uniforms ready for guard 
duty.

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“Twice burned out the Chester 
Murphy family is still living at the 
same location on Bangall Road, Par-
ish, N.Y.  The first fire was two days 
before Christmas December 23, 
1944.  The Murphy’s were away do-
ing their Christmas shopping at the 
time the fire struck.  It was wartime 
and everything was hard to come 
by.”  Houses were being torn down 
for the present Hancock Airfield and 
Mr. and Mrs. Murphy purchased one 
of them used by the officers of the 
Army Air Base and had it moved to 
their property.

Once 
again with the help from friends 
and neighbors of the Murphy fam-
ily, in just four weeks and four 
days were again living in their 
house.

Fire Discovered  Shortly Before 
One O’clock. 

 
Building an  Old Landmark—Part of the Type and Material 

Saved—Loss Partially  
Covered by Insurance. 

   Shortly before 1 o’clock, Wednes-
day of this week, smoke was seen 
issuing from the roof of  the building 
occupied by Walter Bros., publishers 
of the Parish Mirror, by Miss Hazel 
Tallcott, daughter of Mr. and Mrs. F 
N Tallcott, who gave the alarm. 
   In a short space of time hundreds of 
people were upon the scene, and an 
entrance to the building was effected, 
and an effort made to subdue the 
flames. 
   The fire started on the second floor 
near the chimney, and made such 
rapid headway that it was soon evi-
dent the building was doomed and 
attention was directed to saving the 
millinery stock and household effects 
of Miss Mary McNett, who occupied 
the east half of the building and the 
contents of the Mirror office. 
   Most of the millinery goods belong-
ing to Miss McNett were saved, but 
were badly damaged, there being a 
steady rain at the time. 
   The contents of the Mirror office 
were removed, but the large Potter 
press, paper cutter mailing machine, 
column rules, brass rule, leads, roll-
ers, chases shafting, a large amount of 
job type and various other printing 
appliances were destroyed.  In taking 
the type cases out of the building they 
were “pied” more or less, and, in the 
vernacular of the “craft,” what re-
mains presents a veritable “hell-box, 

there by  tendering them practicably 
useless. 
   The building was an old landmark, 
and was owned by George R. Mosher.  
For many years it was used as a school, 
and when the High School was built 
some 20 years ago, it became the home 
of the Parish Mirror, Mr. Mosher had 
no insurance on the building. 
   A little over two years ago the pre-
sent owners purchased the Mirror of-
fice  and since then have put in several 
hundred dollars in improvements.  
There was but $700 insurance upon the 
office, and the loss will exceed twice 
that amount. 
   Miss McNett had just received her 
Easter millinery, laces and ribbons, 
upon which she carried an insurance of 
$400, which will not cover her loss. 
   After the fire the publishers of the 
Mirror started out on a quest for a 
building in which to put their type and 
stock, and through the courtesy of J R 
Richards were allowed to move the 
same into his wood shop on North 
Railroad Street.

I will send you 
"hard copy" of my first listing in a 
few days. There are a lot of empty 
spaces and room for more   re-
search. But if the town historians 
get involved we could have a nice 
project to profile those who made 
the ultimate sacrifice.    

In the 147th NYV alone about 
150 died (in battle, of disease, or 
in prison.) Many died at Gettys-
burg which is where the 147th 
battle monument stands.
