In the fall of each year Clark
Lewis would braid popcorn, pull-
ing the husk back and then
braiding until he had a long
strip. The ribbon of corn would
then be hung on the back of
their house. In the winter
months, he would bring a
braided strip in and would shuck
the corn off. As Larry and Joan
became older, shucking the
corn with their father became
one of their tasks. It was red
popcorn and they loved it.
Popped corn was a big treat for
us during those cold winter
nights. Rose and Lewis Hen-
derson and Clark and Lydia
Lewis would often get together
at one another’'s homes and
play “pitch” and munch on pop-
corn.

Rose Henderson explained
"sugaring off time" as the proc-
ess of boiling down the sap on
the stove and then beating it.

Rose said there would be
“husking bees” where neighbors
would all come in to the barn
and husk the corn. One way of
having fun was to find a red ear
of corn. Then you would get to
kiss someone. The stalks would
be fed to the cattle. Nicely filled
out ears of corn would be saved
and placed upstairs in the attic
for the winter. Come spring the
corn would be coated with tar
and planted. The tar didn’t
harm it, but it did keep the crows
from eating it and spoiling the
crop.
