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PARISH CHEESE FACTORY  
ANTIQUES & COLLECTIBLES 

The Parish Cheese Factory had several lives   
before becoming an antique shop.  Originally it was 
built as the Parish Cheese and Butter Factory when 
cheese    making was in its heyday in the late 1800’s.  
When the cheese making business dwindled it be-
came a showroom for Franklin Cars.  Eventually that 
business folded and the building became part of the 
Pickle Factory.  In the 1940’s, it was again part of the 
automobile industry; this time as a repair shop.  The 
County bought the structure in the 1960s and it laid 
idle for quite a while.  Fred and Bridget Swartz 
bought the building in the mid 70s and they did some 
repairs on the building.  It wasn’t until the 1990’s 
when Mr. Swartz retired that the building was re-
opened as an antique shop.  In 1999, Mr. Swartz    
received a certificate of appreciation from the 
Oswego County Heritage Foundation for revitalizing 
the building.  

With recent additional renovations, the upper 
level is now accessible and has a cozy reading area 
and a large variety of used books available. 

The shop is located at 2891 East Main Street and 
is usually open 12:30-4:30 PM Thurs., Fri. and      
Saturdays each spring through fall.   

How many of you remember stopping by the old 
cheese factory and buying a hotdog?  One of the first 
fast food stops and in Parish! 

 
PARISH-HASTINGS  

PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH 
The Society of the First Presbyterian Church of 

Parish was organized in August 1889.  Students from 
Auburn Seminary filled the pulpit.  Services and Sun-
day School were held at the Parish Town Hall.  Mr. LS 
Crandall donated a lot on South Street (now Rider St.) 
to build the church.  The building was completed and 
dedicated on November 22, 1892.   

The Hastings Church was dedicated in 1888.  
Through the years both churches shared ministers 
from time to time.  The two churches voted to merge 
and on Oct. 29, 1996 it became the Parish-Hastings 
Presbyterian Church. 

An addition was completed in 1997 to house the   
Parish Community Preschool. 

The church services begin at 9 AM on Sundays at 
814 Rider Street with  Rev. Dr. Susan Alloway leading 
worship and filling the needs of the growing congrega-
tion.

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LETTER FROM PAUL PERLET 
May 25, 1941 
B & C School 

Fort Benning, GA 
 
To the Parish Mirror: 
 
I am very glad to see the scores of the ball 
games that the fellows have played.  They 
took Phoenix and Fulton into camp and I do 
hope that they keep up the good work.  I am 
taking this time to thank The Parish Mirror 
for the paper that you are sending me. 
 My address has changed now.  It is 

the 17th Ordnance BN, 2nd Armored Div. 
Co. B, Fort Benning, Georgia.  I am going 
to cooking school now so don’t get much 
time to do much ball playing.  I shag a few 
fly balls every night and that is about all I 
am doing just now.  I will be going back to 
the Ordnance the first of July and will get 
up a ball team there if I can.  The one we 
had started broke up when I left for school 
the first of May. 
 I am now station at the main post 
here at Benning and it is a very nice place 
here.  There is a movie house, ball park, 
service club, gym and they have dances 

here every Friday night.  They are install-
ing lights in the ball park so they will be 
playing night ball games here.  I get a 
chance to play a game now and then but it 
is hard to break into a ball club that is or-
ganized.  I played one game and did very 
well for me.  I really played over my head. 
 It is very hot here in the day time.  
It gets as high as a hundred degrees in the 
shade.  It cools off at night so it makes it 
nice to sleep. 
 Will sign off now and see if I can 
get up a game of ball.
